Undergraduate Internship:  The FOX31 KDVR Internship program provides opportunities to individuals 

enrolled in accredited colleges and universities to receive academic credit for work at KDVR.  The program is 

structured to give students the opportunity to receive instructions and training from broadcasting professionals in 

an authentic work situation.  Interns have the opportunity to participate in the daily operations of various 

departments and develop skills that will be useful in their job search following graduation.  Internships are 

available in News, Sports, Sales, Marketing, and Promotions/Publicity.

  KDVR participated in the 2009 Arapahoe Community College Job Fair. We had a 

booth to recruit, promote, and hand out materials to job seekers.  

 

Events or programs sponsored by educational organizations:  KDVR participates in stations and studio tours 

throughout the year for students from various local schools and clubs.  The Chief Meteorologist, Morning 

Meteorologist, and Weekend Meteorologist are guest speakers at local schools throughout the year. 

 

Training or mentoring programs for station personnel:  KDVR personnel participate in multiple programs 

throughout the year. 

 

Newly hired Account Executives participate in research/Scarborough, Nielsen Training.  It is conducted 

by the Director of Research and Development. 

 

Master Control Operators, Operation Technicians, and Maintenance Engineers cross train within different 

areas of engineering:  TOC, Chyron, Teleprompter, Floor Direction, Audio, Maintenance, ENG/SNG, 

Robotics, Editing, Transmitter, Avid, DVC pro, troubleshooting, etc. 

 



Traffic personnel cross train within the traffic department:  copy, contracts, data entry, etc. 

 

The station’s meteorologist obtains certification from the American Meteorological Services and National 

Weather Services. 

Cross training and continuing education is provided on helicopter safety.  It is instructed by the Helicopter 

Reporter, Photojournalist, and the News Operations Manager.
